THEATRICAL CREATION
IN NON-TRADITIONAL SPACES
In October 2010 a pilot study programme was launched at DAMU with the title “Theatrical Creation in Non-Traditional Spaces”.

This is a unique project with the participation of lecturers from all over the Czech Republic. Before it is actually opened to the public, present DAMU students will be trying out the subjects of the new programme. Because of its uniqueness and innovative content, this project has been supported by the European Social Fund.

The new programme will combine the existing study fields of Work on Performance, Acting, Directing, Dramaturgy, State Design and Production.

Students cooperate on joint projects in special creative teams that are put together solely for this purpose. This avoids producing graduates who are soloists with a narrow specialization and who have difficulty finding work in the arts.

Representing a new challenge are productions away from the operations facilities of traditional theatrical buildings, whether in abandoned buildings of cultural significance or in other unused spaces. The new study programme then removes the barriers between the individual fields of study, leading towards integration that is a feature appearing continually in the contemporary theatrical arts. Students thus become more flexible through interdisciplinary cooperation and more adaptable graduates in the area of performance venues in practice.

The new programme consists of three fields – Stage Design for Alternative Theatre, Performance in Alternative Theatre and Directing and Dramaturgy for Alternative Theatre. 
For the 2012/2013 academic year, the programme is accredited only at the Bachelor’s level, i.e. for six semesters of full-time study.

Admission to the study programme is by auditions, which will take place in the spring of 2012. Information about auditions to the Theatrical Creation in Non-Traditional Spaces study programme is available on line at:
